Matt and I write the raw materials of a song that we bring to the band. We then spend several weeks in rehearsal hashing out the mechanics and vibe. Darren bangs the drums and keeps the energy level high, Jason rocks the bass and mediates disputes, and Matt sets his Les Paul on fire while ripping out amazing leads. I hide behind the microphone and sing till I'm hoarse.

If the band piled in a van together, and we had to agree what music to put on the stereo, I think it would be difficult for us to decide without spilling blood. But that diversity has helped us develop a unique Americana/Rock sound that would put us in the same family tree as My Morning Jacket, Band of Horses, Counting Crows, or Augustana.

Our music is fiercely original, and our shows are focused on you having a good time. We hope to see you at one of them soon.
